Temporary closure of Franklin Avenue, Bedford Park

As part of the Darlington Upgrade Project, pavement and utility services works will be undertaken at the \
Franklin Avenue junction with Main South Road, Bedford Park.

To safely facilitate these works, Franklin Avenue will be temporarily closed at the junction with Main South
Road from 6am Thursday 1 June 2017 for approximately one week.

Key activities:

removal of a redundant sewer main
pavement realignment

installation of utility services trench
drainage works.

Excavators, a roller, crane, trucks, profiler and asphalt machine will be used to undertake these works.
Works will occur between the hours of 6am and 7pm.

Traffic management
e Richard Street will remain closed and vehicles will be detoured via Riverside Drive, Penfold Street
and Wentworth Avenue.
Pedestrian access on Franklin Avenue will be maintained.
Access to properties will be maintained.
Lane and speed restrictions will apply on Main South Road in the vicinity of the works.
Signage will alert motorists to the changed traffic conditions.

Works will be managed to minimise disturbance to local residents however some noise can be expected.

Please plan ahead, allow extra travel time, take extra care when workers are on site and observe speed
and lane restrictions when travelling through the area.
